Therefore, businessmen or other investors buy shares in the economic rights of young
players and often cover the costs of their training and accommodation. In return they are
entitled to a percentage of a player’s future transfer fee.

For this reason, in the last years, sports lawyers have started to distinguish amongst
“sports performance rights”, which always belong to the clubs, and “economic rights”,
which, on the contrary, can be legally owned by commercial companies. The organizers
believe that it will be a unique opportunity to share ideas and comments upon this new
form of ownership, thanks to the participation of highly qualified speakers.
